SPOKEN HINDI LESSON PLAN – 1
USE THIS LESSON ON DAY 1 with the whole class together. This will help you to identify where the students’ belong in terms of their comfort level in speaking and knowledge of the language. It will also help in the students getting to know each other and formal proper introductions.

Do teach/introduce the lesson formally by the 2 teachers playing the chain drill between each other to demonstrate and explaining the sentence to the kids and starting the chain drill. At that point one of you may help the struggling kids while the other makes note of where the child belongs. (beginner, intermediate or advanced level)

INTRODUCTIONS

Instruction : To introduce yourself to someone here, what do you say? 

(Expected Response: Hello, my name is _____)

When we greet each other in Hindi language, we say “Namaste”  and then we say “Mera naam _____ hai” (Include hand gestures)

GO AROUND THE CLASSROOM WITH the chain drill :

ROUND 1

Teacher 1 – 2 : Namaste, mera naam ____ hai.

Teacher 2 – student 1 : Namaste, mera naam ____ hai.

Student 1 –student 2 : Namaste, mera naam ____ hai.

Instruction : To ask someone’s name we say What is your name – in HINDI : aapka naam kya hai? (include hand gesture)  Demonstrate between teachers in English

NOTE: (If ROUND 1 goes very smoothly, add “mera naam___hai, followed by “Aapka naam kya hai”, otherwise only do ROUND 2 with “aapka naam kya hai” around the circle followed by ROUND 3 with the 2 sentences combined together.)
ROUND 2 / ROUND 3
Teacher 1 – 2 : Aapka naam kya hai?

Teacher 2 – 1 : Mera naam ____ hai.

Teacher 2 – Student 1 : Aapka naam kya hai? (include hand gesture)

Student 1-Teacher 2 : Mera naam ___ hai.

Student 1-Student2 : Aapka naam kya hai.

YEH/VEH
Instruction: Pick up a pencil, say “This is a pencil”.  In Hindi we say “Yeh pencil hai”. Write on the board in English and in Hindi for Level 4 students and above and in English only for Level 3 and below.

Now use students and inanimate objects. If you have taught any vocabulary that day, please do use the vocabulary words for re-inforcement in this part of the lesson. Otherwise, focus on the sentence construction and not on the noun spoken in English. 
Teacher 1 (pointing to Teacher 2) : Yeh teacher hai. Yeh Anushri auntie hai.

(Point to paper) Yeh paper hai. (Point to a student) Yeh Akshay hai.
Prompt  a few students for samples. Have some of them give you some sample sentences using the construct Yeh ____ hai. If they are finding it hard to find objects around them, use some flash cards or point to objects close by so they can just tell you “Yeh table hai”, “Yeh dog hai” etc.

Instruction : Now point to something in a distance and say “That is a whiteboard” In Hindi that will be “Veh whiteboard hai” Follow above technique and prompt more answers from students. 

Next randomly point to flashcards/objects placed in the room to point and prompt appropriate answers like “Yeh___hai” vs “Veh ___ hai” If the vocabulary has been taught that day or for students of levels 3 and above, expect and encourage nouns in Hindi like “Yeh kutta hai”, “Yeh aam hai” etc. For lower levels,  encourage only vocabulary taught in classroom. Remember this is DAY 1.
