HIGH LEVEL SYLLABUS

Teaching Techniques

In the past years, the concept of teaching ‘stations’ has been implemented in some classes with a high degree of success. We recommend that more teachers implement stations as it helps reduce the student/teacher ratio and guarantees that all different parts of a lesson get adequate time.
One way to implement stations would be to split the class into 3 or 4 groups and create 3 or 4 time-slices of 10 to 15 minutes each. First time-slice is spent with all students together as a class where general instructions/lessons are given. After this, one teacher spends one time-slice with one group of students on reading, another on writing, and a third on conversation. Involve parent volunteers in this activity as well. 

This will reinforce the concepts learnt during the first time slice, and assure that reading, writing and conversation are all getting ample time in the class.

Numbers

Review 1 – 25. Add on upto 30 and then 10, 20,… 100 (counting by 10s)

Vocabulary

Introduction of pre-requisite vocabulary sheets and introduction of advanced vocabulary. 
Teaching Technique: Please refer to Vocabulary section/lists. Reinforce vocabulary learning with putting in sentences, translations and conversation around the words. Simply rote memorization will not work. Elaborate on sentence formation as new words are introduced along with reviewing previously learnt words. 
Hindi Alphabet

For Level 1 Older: Introduce starting with Vowels (use song अ, आ, इ, ई ) and then recognition followed by consonants क, ख, ग … upto  क्ष, त्र, ज्ञ  .
For Level 2 Younger: Review vowels along with recognition and complete consonants क, ख, ग … upto क्ष, त्र, ज्ञ  
Reading

Simple 2 – 4 letter words without matras. Followed by simple phrases from Bal madhuri, gyan ganga (no matras). (Teacher can introduce reading/recognition of the student’s names as per class level and performance)

Introduce reading of Hindi numerals upto 10

Writing

Vowels and consonants using alphabet worksheets provided by Gurukul. As you introduce alphabets, give alphabet sheets as homework, followed by simple words in Hindi Sulekh Mala Part 1. 

Teaching Tip: It is important for the student to be able to read and understand the words they are writing to enhance vocabulary. So even after homework is done the teacher should attempt to have them read out the words students have attempted to write. (Pattern matching is not enough, reading and understanding the language should be emphasized)
Comprehension

Comprehension needs to be introduced at different levels during the course of the year.

· Start with simple translations (Some sample sentence lists included). These translations may be used as vocabulary lists are introduced.

· Panchatantra stories on video. Have children view followed by question/answer sessions

· Story telling from Gyan Sarovar followed by question/answer session. In the later half of the year the parents may be asked to read a story to the children as part of homework and comprehension session may be conducted in classroom. The children can be asked to underline simple words they recognize and can read in the story they read at home.
· Picture translations : Use pictures in Akshar parichay or any from that you desire (can be related to a recent festival, weddings, Pujas etc) and have the children explain to you what they see. (This will also be useful in conversation)
· Discussions around festivals and important days will be useful. (in Hindi)
Conversation

Students should be able to make sentences using :
मै, मेरा, आप, वह, यह, हम 
क्या, कब, कौन, कैसे 
Panchatantra stories in the abridged form (8-10 lines) should be taught and students should be able to narrate them
Poems

Pick poems from the slew of poems attached to Gurukul folder and CD provided. Here are a few suggestions.
· Billi boli myaun
· Ek do teen chaar...indradhanush
· Haathi aaya
· Nani teri morni
· Machli jal ki hai rani
· Ravivaar, somvaar...
· chun chun karti aayi chidiya

Specialized programs

· Introduce Vishesh Vidyarthi program in the beginning of the year, maybe starting the second month in Gurukul. Vishesh Vidyarthi means - Special Student of the Week. Each week one/two students are made special students who need to make a short presentation. They need to address their fellow students for about 3-4 minutes on any topic they want. . Minimum expectations should be:-

· Introduce themselves –  मेरा नाम ______ है।
· मैं भारत में _________ से हूँ।. 

· मेरे परिवार में माँ, पिताजी,…… हैं।  etc
 

The presentation must be in Hindi and should not go over 5 minutes.

Start with the students who seem a little better versed in Hindi and more confident so they can give the program a jump start and encourage other children to speak. The students may be rewarded by special stickers on their folders or by Vishesh Vidyarthi certificates.
· By mid year, introduce “Show and Tell”. Use the letters being introduced as “Letters of the Week” and have the children bring one item/picture of something that begins with that letter/s. 
· Later in the year introduce “Role Playing”. Pick a topic that kids can prepare at home giving them small conversational skits (5 lines each) to memorize and perform in the classroom. This will enhance conversation, vocabulary and confidence in speaking the language.
Story Telling

Story telling is a very important part of learning with little children. Read easier, simpler stories in the beginning of the year and as the year progresses introduce stories from “Gyan Sarovar” read to them in Hindi and use for comprehension and homework
