PRE-REQUISITES FOR MOVING TO LEVEL 3:
Pre-requisites for Language:
· Must know all the letters of the Hindi alphabet.

· Must be able to recognize, read, and write all the letters.

· Should either know the proper sounds of all the letters or if the pronunciation isn’t there should be able to identify the letter by example (like क से कबुतर, ख से खरगोश)
· Must be able to put two to three letters together and make simple words (without matras).
· Must be able to read/write two to three letter words.
Pre-requisites for Vocabulary:

Note: The category names below in quotation marks are titles of vocabulary sheets developed by Gurukul. These sheets should be consulted to determine which words in the category are to be covered.

· Must know Counting at least up to 25.

· Must know “Parts of the body”.

· Must know “Domestic Animals”, “Wild Animals”, and “Birds”.

· Must know the “Days of the Week” song.

· Must know “Colors”.

· Must know at least the non-optional “Fruits” and “Vegetables”.

· Should know “Directions”, “Senses” “Household Items”.

Pre-requisites for Conversation:
Students should be able to say a few very simple sentences/phrases, like वह ग्लास मे पानी है।
HIGH LEVEL SYLLABUS:
Teaching Techniques:

In the past years, the concept of teaching ‘stations’ has been implemented in some classes with a high degree of success. We recommend that more teachers implement stations as it helps reduce the student/teacher ratio and guarantees that all different parts of a lesson get adequate time.

One way to implement stations would be to split the class into 3 or 4 groups and create 3 or 4 time-slices of 10 to 15 minutes each. First time-slice is spent with all students together as a class where general instructions/lessons are given. After this, one teacher spends one time-slice with one group of students on reading, another on writing, and a third on conversation. Involve parent volunteers in this activity as well. 

This will reinforce the concepts learnt during the first time slice, and assure that reading, writing and conversation are all getting ample time in the class.

Language:

· Review of all the letters and simple words without matras at the beginning of the year.  
· Re-introduce all the vowels.  Point out the difference between the vowels and the consonants.  Consonants don’t change by themselves…they always stay and sound the same.  We use vowels and the sounds associated with them to change a given consonant and make new words.
· Cover the following matras during the year:  
आ, इ, ई, उ, ऊ, ए, ऐ, ओ, औ
· Introduce one vowel at a time and showing how a matra is derived from that particular vowel, the sound of that matra and how that matra can be joined with any letter (consonant) of the alphabet to modify its sound.  
Teaching technique: Kids can be taught the proper sounds of the Hindi vowels by drawing parallels with the English vowel sounds, for example:  इ makes the sound of I as in igloo..., so on and so forth). Also, difference between b and Ã can be demonstrated using words such as dip and deep.
· Students will learn how to make new words using these matras.
· Students will learn to read and write words that use these matras.
· Students will build a bigger word base by learning new words along with their meanings.
· Students will learn to read small phrases that contain words with and without matras.
· Students will learn to identify which matras are being used in a given word or a phrase.
· Students will also be introduced to “Bindu (anusvaar) & Chandra-bindu”.
· Once all the matras have been introduced, i.e. by the end of the year students will be reading small sentences.
· Revise counting and learn up to 50.
Grammar:

· Grammar will be introduced at a very basic introductory level.

· Introduction to Gender: Masculine/Feminine excluding all the inanimate objects.  The children will be given a short list of Masculine/Feminine words माता/पिता/चाचा/चाची/नाना/नानी  In addition, students may be exposed to basic verb conjugations with genders as well. लडका खडा है/लडकी खैल रही है।  
The following list of simple verbs may be used for this exercise:
खड़ा होना, बैठना, खाना, पीना, हँसना, रोना, नाचना, गाना, चलना, भागना, दौड़ना, गिनना, लिखना, पढ़ना
· Introduction to Singular/Plural to the extent of the following rule:

· Students will learn to identify a singular word from a plural word by itself and through the use of sentences.

· Introduction to Opposites.  Please refer to the attached list of words at the end of this document.
Teaching Tip: Simple sentences may be used to help students understand the words better. For example:  
· A basic introduction to Adjectives through the use of simple sentences. Please refer to the Gurukul vocabulary sheets.
VOCABULARY
· Review “Parts of Body”, “Animals”, and “Birds”.

***Teaching technique: This could be covered through simple riddles/questions. This way you’ll cover the senses as well, at the same expose them to sentence structure) so on and so forth.

· Review “Days of the week”, “Seasons”, “Directions”, and “Colors”.  

***Teaching technique:  The teachers can do match the column, question/answer (in which season does it snow…), simple translations (This is my right hand…) or other games for reviewing this material. 

· Review “Vegetables”, “Fruits”, “Sweets”, “Taste”, “Food Items”.  

***Teaching technique:  For this the teacher can develop different kinds of activities like:  Sort a given list of items into fruits and vegetables; Make a grocery list which includes 5 vegetables and 5 fruits; Identify which items are sour, sweet, bitter, etc, from a given list of items; Pretend you are putting together a dinner, what all is needed – daal, chaaval, roti – this could turn into a great exercise in conversation!

· Review “Household Items”.  
· “Time”, “Earth & the Elements”.  Again, cover only the basic and most commonly used words.
CONVERSATION:

· Students should be able to make sentences using in first person using correct gender, tense, singular/plural using मै, मेरा, यह, क्या, कब, कौन, कैसे 
· Students should be able to make descriptive sentences in second (तू, तुम, आप) and third person (यह, वह, ये, वे) correctly using the appropriate gender (masculine/feminine) for the nouns and adjectives being used, as well as the correct format for singular and plural objects. 
· They should have covered the vocabulary sheet with words like क्या, क्यों, कैसे, कब, कहाँ etc. They should also be able to use basic verbs in the “Habitual Past and Present” tenses. Students should also be familiar with how to structure commands and requests.

· Panchatantra stories in the abridged form (12-15 lines) should be taught and students should be able to narrate them

· Regular social conversation (4-5 lines) either prepared or ex-tempo. 
· speaking to a friend about vacation

· speaking to parents about school
· speak to class about a festival
