Prerequisites

The students are required to meet following prerequisites for moving to level 4
Reading/Writing

· Know all the letters and matra’s with their sounds.

· Able to select letters and put them together in a word by listening.

· Able to make three letter words without matra’s.

· Able to write two letter words with Matra’s.

· Read Simple sentences.

· Should be familiar with basic grammar (by rules) like noun, genders, singular / plurals, opposites, verbs as introduced in the vocabulary sheets provided by Gurukul.

· Know counting up to 50. 

Conversation

Students should be able to make descriptive sentences in second (तू, तुम, आप) and third person (यह, वह, ये, वे) correctly using the appropriate gender (masculine/feminine) for the nouns and adjectives being used, as well as the correct format for singular and plural objects. By this time they should have covered the vocabulary sheet with words like क्या, क्यों, कैसे, कब, कहाँ etc. They should also be able to use basic verbs in the “Habitual Past and Present” tenses. Students should also be familiar with how to structure commands and requests.

HIGH LEVEL SYLLABUS
Teaching Techniques

In the past years, the concept of teaching ‘stations’ has been implemented in some classes with a high degree of success. We recommend that more teachers implement stations as it helps reduce the student/teacher ratio and guarantees that all different parts of a lesson get adequate time.

One way to implement stations would be to split the class into 3 or 4 groups and create 3 or 4 time-slices of 10 to 15 minutes each. First time-slice is spent with all students together as a class where general instructions/lessons are given. After this, one teacher spends one time-slice with one group of students on reading, another on writing, and a third on conversation. Involve parent volunteers in this activity as well. 

This will reinforce the concepts learnt during the first time slice, and assure that reading, writing and conversation are all getting ample time in the class.

Reading
This goal is for the 1st quarter, the main focus for this goal is revision and reading. By end of 1st quarter students must be able to read with adequate fluency by using all matra’s. 

1. Review and practice all letters and matra’s (one every week).

2. Reading / Writing of simple words with and without  matra’s.

3. Introduction and usage of half letters. (TT1).

4. Introduction of half letters before ॠ and visarg (TT2).
5. Introduction of Bindu and Chandra Bindu. (TT3).

6. Familiarize students with the instructional words. Please refer to instructional word sheet 1 at the end of this document.
7. Have students memorize frequently used words as in sheet 2. (TT4).

Teaching Tips:
1. Introduce students with the sound of such letters, technique to write them and art of connecting them with other letters.

2. Teach students the correct way to write and use these matra’s by giving appropriate examples like pritvi, du:kh.
3. Bindu and Chander Bindu could be quite confusing to the kids so please spend significant amount of time o this topic to clear their doubts. 

4. Work towards creating a photographic memory of students, you can use flash cards for the purpose.  

Conversation
Level 4

By the end of this year, students should be able to use postpositions in their sentences along with the direct and oblique forms of objects. They should also be able to use possessive pronouns once they have learnt का/के/की postpositions. The use of अपना/अपने/अपनी along with मेरा/मेरे/मेरी and हमारा/हमारे/हमारी should also be explained.

a) Possessive pronouns to be covered:

मेरा/मेरे/मेरी
हमारा/हमारे/हमारी
तेरा/तेरे/तेरी
तुम्हारा/तुम्हारे/तुम्हारी
आपका/आपके/आपकी
b) Oblique pronounce will also need to be introduced with the introduction of postpositions (में, पर, तक, से, को).

तुम – तुम में/पर/तक/से/को
आप – आप में/पर/तक/से/को

c) With all this knowledge, students should now be able to create all descriptive sentences in the present tense. Students should be able to write basic sentences in question and answer form as well. For example:
