PRE-REQUISITES FOR MOVING TO LEVEL 5:

Pre-requisites for Language:
· Must be able to read all letters, maatras, words and small sentences.

· Must be able to write all letters, maatras and words. Should be able to write sentences dictated even if unable to construct sentences on their own.

· Must be able to conduct basic conversation in Hindi, with assistance, if not independently.

· Must be able to understand Hindi and follow directions given in Hindi.
Pre-requisites for Vocabulary:

Note: The category names below in quotation marks are titles of vocabulary sheets developed by Gurukul. These sheets should be consulted to determine which words in the category are to be covered.

· Must know Counting at least up to 25.

· Must know “Parts of the body”.

· Must know “Domestic Animals”, “Wild Animals”, and “Birds”.

· Must know the “Days of the Week” song.

· Must know “Colors”.

· Must know at least the non-optional “Fruits” and “Vegetables”.

· Should know “Directions”, “Senses” “Household Items”.

Pre-requisites for Conversation:
Students should be able to say sentences/phrases with correct gender, tense, singular/plural in first, second and third person. They should be able to converse few sentences ( Refer to 4th level conversation topic)
HIGH LEVEL SYLLABUS:
Teaching Techniques:
In the past years, the concept of teaching ‘stations’ has been implemented in some classes with a high degree of success. We recommend that more teachers implement stations as it helps reduce the student/teacher ratio and guarantees that all different parts of a lesson get adequate time.

One way to implement stations would be to split the class into 3 or 4 groups and create 3 or 4 time-slices of 10 to 15 minutes each. First time-slice is spent with all students together as a class where general instructions/lessons are given. After this, one teacher spends one time-slice with one group of students on reading, another on writing, and a third on conversation. Involve parent volunteers in this activity as well. 

This will reinforce the concepts learnt during the first time slice, and assure that reading, writing and conversation are all getting ample time in the class.

Language:

· Review of all the letters and simple words with and without maatras at the beginning of the year. Start making small sentences while revising things learnt in past years. 
· Start with words known to students already. Use the vocabulary sheets for this purpose. Also introduce words that form a part of our daily conversations – car, road, school, home, teacher, books etc.
· Introduce half letters, anuswaar (bindu) and chandra-bindu. Spend a number of weeks repeating the sounds and spelling of words with half letters.
· Continue with sentence formation and dictation.
· In order to reach the ultimate goal of conversation, sentence construction is key. Start the students off by giving them Hindi sentences and make them translate to English. Quickly transition to giving them English sentences and make them translate to Hindi.
· Cover the books assigned to the class thoroughly. Repeating a lesson or exercises helps drill the words and concepts into students.
· Gradually, through the year, make the students create their own sentences instead of translating. Question answer sessions in Hindi are a good way to achieve this.
Grammar:

· Masculine and Feminine rules for every word that comes up in the class should be covered. Where applicable, the other form of the word should also be introduced.

· Singular and plural forms of all words discussed in the class must be explained. There are a number of exceptions where singular and plural forms are identical. Where ever possible, any applicable grammar rules should be explained. The students however, are not expected to learn the grammar rules – just their usage.
· Oblique forms of words should also be covered, without necessarily explaining what the oblique form means. If it is easier to explain the grammar rule in order to explain the usage, the teacher may go ahead with the rule explanation as well.

CONVERSATION:

Built upon the conversation learned in 4th level. Students become more comfortable in speaking and presentation on general topics like weather, people, festivals, religion. 
Understand figurative speech using past prefect, present continuous, etc. Using adjectives, adverbs conjunctions. 

Conversation learned in 4th level:

Students should be able to use postpositions in their sentences along with the direct and oblique forms of objects. They should also be able to use possessive pronouns once they have learnt का/के/की postpositions. The use of अपना/अपने/अपनी along with मेरा/मेरे/मेरी and हमारा/हमारे/हमारी should also be explained.
a) Possessive pronouns to be covered:

मेरा/मेरे/मेरी
हमारा/हमारे/हमारी
तेरा/तेरे/तेरी
तुम्हारा/तुम्हारे/तुम्हारी
आपका/आपके/आपकी
b) Oblique pronounce will also need to be introduced with the introduction of postpositions (में, पर, तक, से, को).

मैं – मुझ में/पर/तक/से/को
हम – हम में/पर/तक/से/को
तू – तुझ में/पर/तक/से/को
तुम – तुम में/पर/तक/से/को
आप – आप में/पर/तक/से/को
यह – इस में/पर/तक/से/को
वह – उस में/पर/तक/से/को
ये – इन में/पर/तक/से/को
वे – उन में/पर/तक/से/को
c) With all this knowledge, students should now be able to create all descriptive sentences in the present tense. Students should be able to write basic sentences in question and answer form as well. For example:

आपकी हिन्दी की पुस्तक कहाँ है?
मेरी पुस्तक मेज़ पर है।
मेज़ पर और क्या-क्या है?
